				 I want to start this part of the book with a more detailed look at this great future event of the return of Jesus to this earth. This is the second coming of Jesus, and it is a fearful time for planet earth, for he is not coming to save, heal, and bless, but to judge and destroy. It will be a time of unprecedented fear and catastrophe, and men’s hearts will fail them for fear. The bible tells us of many signs that will precede this event. What are these signs that have yet to happen? Both the Old and New Testaments give us much information about the events preceding Christ’s return to earth.

				In The Heavens

				The first events we should consider are those in the heavens. There will be signs in the sun, moon, and stars. Although we could spiritualise these symbols, and I believe we should, we must be careful not to confine them to spiritual events only, for all spiritual activities also have material manifestations.

				Here are some of the scriptures about these physical signs that will precede the coming of Jesus, and Jesus himself said the generation that experience all these events will not pass until everything is fulfilled. 				Signs on Earth

				Jesus tells us that there will be signs in the earth as well as the heavens, and these include famines and epidemic diseases. I do not know what the 'fearful sights' include, but with the hindsight of the 10 plagues on Egypt to free Israel the first time, I can only believe they will be on a similar or greater scale, and as varied. Jesus is coming to free Israel the second and last time, and this will be the most ferocious punishment on Egypt – the world. Make no mistake, they will be the worst catastrophes this world has ever seen and it is very near at hand. How can Christians sleep when all this is about to happen in front of their eyes?

				Revelation also tells us that it is in the time of the 4th trumpet, and this trumpet heralds in the 3 woes that happen before Jesus comes in power and glory to set up the kingdom.

				Before Jesus Returns

				The above 2 scriptures show all that the book of Revelation tells us about the 3 woes will happen just before Jesus returns and will be most fearful. A third of all people on this earth die. The angel called Apollyon (or Abaddon in Hebrew), who is the king of the army who ascend from the bottomless pit, will lead this army of destruction on this earth. His name means 'destroyer' and that is what he will lead this terrifying army to accomplish – a terrible destruction. It tells us that for all this men will not repent of their deeds or sorceries (Read all Revelation 9).

				We must also take into account the 7 thunders that John was not allowed to have revelation of, and in context, I can only believe it is also terrifying in its administration.

				

				And when the seven thunders had uttered their voices, I was about to write: and I heard a voice from heaven saying unto me, Seal up those things which the seven thunders uttered, and write them not.

				The Day of the Lord is prophesied throughout the bible and is a climax to 6,000 years of history. All the frustration, anger, and delayed judgement will be executed and God will be avenged. This is the day that Jesus will return to earth with his saints to execute judgement, and it will affect everyone – Israel, the Church and the Gentile nations. It is the Sabbath rest of God. It is the Lord’s day. God created the earth in 6 days and he rested from all his labours on the 7th day. 

				

				And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made. And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.

				Genesis 2:2-3

				The 7th Day

				Notice the above scripture says that God blessed the 7th day and separated it from the other 6 days. It was a prophecy and principle that would last until heaven and earth pass away

				After 6,000 years, when the plan and work of God have finished, he will hand the kingdom and all authority and power to his son, and God will rest for 1,000 years. He will start work again after heaven and earth pass away – the 8th day – the start of a new week. We are asked to keep the Sabbath day separate, and so we should be keeping God’s Sabbath and not man’s. It is the 'Lord’s day' because he rested from all his labours and that is why the day of the Lord is the same thing. It is God’s day of rest.

				  Moreover also I gave them my Sabbaths, to be a sign between me and them, that they might know that I am the LORD that sanctifies them.

				A Long Day

				How long will this day last? Is it a literal day of 24 hours or is it symbolic of a period of time? Peter gives us a clue, when he is talking about the end of the earth, in his second epistle. He starts chapter 2 by warning about false prophets who will deceive many in the Church through covetousness. 

				

				But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privately shall bring in damnable heresies, ...Through covetousness they shall, with feigned words, make merchandise of you.

				From 2 Peter 2:1-3

				

				We can see that we are already fulfilling this prophecy in the Church where the maxim ‘more  souls equals more money’ is widely believed and practised. Peter said, the time would come when ministers of the gospel would use people as merchandise. The book of Revelation calls it 'trading in the souls of men'. 

				

				And the merchants of the earth shall weep and mourn over her; for no man buys their merchandise any more: the merchandise of gold, and silver, and precious stones, and of pearls, and fine linen, and purple, and silk, and scarlet, ...and souls of men.

				From Revelation 18:11-13

				

				The Catholic Church have used this principle since shortly after Jesus died and has made herself wealthy beyond measure. All her daughters have returned back to this beggarly practice and the Charismatics and Pentecostals have slowly slid back to this defilement – and of course it is very profitable.

				The whole of chapter 2 of Peter's second epistle is a warning about these false prophets and their swift judgement. Chapter 3 is still in the context of 'the last days' and Peter quotes from a Psalm that is actually a prayer of Moses. 

				

				One day to God is like a thousand years and a thousand years is as a day.

				2 Peter 3:8 

				

				I have put the whole Psalm for the reader to meditate upon, for Moses – the prophet – was speaking of this very future time in world history when Israel will look for their Messiah, repent, and be restored again to greatness.

				A Prayer of Moses the man of God.

				Lord, you have been our dwelling place in all generations. Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever you formed the earth and the world, even from everlasting to everlasting, you are God. You turn man to destruction; and say, Return, you children of men. For a thousand years in your sight are but as yesterday when it is past, and as a watch in the night. You carry them away as with a flood; they are as a sleep: in the morning they are like grass which grows up. In the morning it flourishes, and grows up; in the evening it is cut down, and withers. For we are consumed by your anger, and by your wrath we are troubled. You have set our iniquities before you, our secret sins in the light of your countenance. For all our days are passed away in your wrath: we spend our years as a tale that is told. The days of our years are seventy years; and if by reason of strength they are eighty years, yet is their strength labour and sorrow; for it is soon cut off, and we fly away. Who knows the power of your anger? Even according to your fear, so is your wrath. So teach us to number our days, that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom. Return, O LORD, how long? And let it repent you concerning your servants. O satisfy us early with your mercy; that we may rejoice and be glad all our days. Make us glad according to the days wherein you have afflicted us, and the years wherein we have seen evil. Let your work appear unto your servants, and your glory unto their children. And let the beauty of the LORD our God be upon us: and establish the work of our hands upon us; yes, the work of our hands establish it.

				Moses was looking forward, as all righteous men do, to beyond his own life to the time when true peace will reign and the sins of God’s people will be put away forever.

				A Millennium

				This 'Day of the Lord' will last 1,000 years. The beginning of this day will start when Jesus descends from heaven with his armies to judge the False Prophet, antichrist, restore Israel and judge the Gentile nations. This day will end when Jesus hands the kingdom, the power, and the glory back to God, and a new heaven and earth will be created. This will be the 8th day – the beginning of a brand new history that will last for eternity. 

				In this chapter I will just look at the beginning of this glorious day – the return of Jesus to judge this earth. This 'day of the Lord' is the day that all history has progressed towards and has pointed to. Every battle in history, where a foe is vanquished and a new order established, is only a type of the final 2 battles. 

				The first battle will be at the beginning of this day and the final battle will be at the very end of the day, just before the earth passes away. The first battle is 'the Lords' and will be the mother of all battles in its intensity and devastation. Christians in this present age have become soft, and do not want to talk about the wrath and anger of God – one who brings terrible judgement. They only talk about a God of love – little realising that you cannot separate discipline and judgement from it. Love without discipline is not love it is mere sentiment and foolishness. Some Christians have even stopped believing in a lake of fire, or eternal punishment. 

				This thinking is all part of the deception that is covering the face of the whole world, so it is not surprising that the Church have assimilated it into their doctrines. The world has been indoctrinated to think that world peace can be achieved through cooperation and democracy. But history proves that only force can bring peace, and compromise will only lead to more and more dictatorships. The world is very close to becoming completely democratic and this will pave the way for the whole world to 'vote in' the Man of Sin who will be the greatest tyrant this world has known.  I have been amazed how America has been used to invade countries that are run by dictatorships with the aim of making them democratic. As I write this chapter, March 2011, the USA is putting pressure on Libia to become democratic. Tunisia and Egypt are also under pressure to change their politics to match the West.

				The end time Church is neither hot nor cold, they are lukewarm compromisers, where everything becomes grey – never be dogmatic or decisive for this is not politically correct!

				 I think that often the world are more honest about the character of God than most Christians. Here is a quote from a secular book. 

				

				The moderates should consider the moderation of God, who has reportedly wiped out a considerable number of men, not only by drowning them in the Great Flood, but by various other catastrophes sometimes called ‘divine chastisements’. In this we can clearly discern that God is by no means a liberal democrat, like some of his modern spokesmen. God is an autocrat possessed of limited patience. And today His patience is being put to the test, which brings us to the winepress of the wrath of God.

				We are talking about the end of a dispensation that has lasted from Adam to this time. Man has ruled this world for 6,000 years and utterly failed to bring peace and order, and God’s chosen people Israel have failed to set a consistent standard according to God's laws. The Church have also failed in this respect, for they have not shown the character of God, but on the day of the Lord all the rule of men will end and 'a king will reign in righteousness'.

				Michael the Archangel

				Who is this angel that shouts from heaven, and proclaims the return of Jesus. This angel can be none other than Michael for it does not say an archangel, but the archangel. In the bible there is only one archangel mentioned and his name is Michael. Jude is the only person who tells us that Michael was an archangel.

				

				Michael the archangel, when contending with the devil he disputed about the body of Moses, dared not bring against him a railing accusation, but said, The Lord rebuke you.

				Jude 1:9 

				. 

				This is the same archangel Michael who casts Satan out of heaven when it is time for him to enter the 'Man of Sin' (See volume 4 of this series, chapter 12, 'War in Heaven'), and is the same one that an angel told Daniel was the prince who represents Israel. 

				There was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels.

				Revelation 12:7 

				

				And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince which stands for the children of your people: and there shall be a time of trouble.

				Daniel 12:1

				

				I believe Michael to be the highest authority in heaven after God, because he is the only archangel, and for this authority to shout and proclaim the return of Jesus only shows what a monumental event in God's plan this is. All heaven, and all those who have had the eyes of faith throughout the centuries, have looked for this day. It is the time when the end of the plan of God is finally initiated and the culmination of all things is to be revealed. 

				It is impossible to imagine the delight and excitement that it will bring Christ, and the unbelievable joy it will bring God, when his son is commissioned to finish the work that God had in his mind when he created this universe.

				Like a Thief in The Night

				The bible tells us another fact of this great day and it is that it will not be expected by the inhabitants of the earth. Peter says Jesus will come as a thief in the night. In other words unannounced and swift. We are at our worst state for unexpected events when we are asleep. We are off guard, relaxed, and unprepared for disaster, and this is what the world will be like when the day comes.

					          

				The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance. But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night. 

				1 Peter 3:9-10     

				

				Paul also used this analogy of a thief in the night and shares it with the Christians in Thessalonika.

				

				But of the times and the seasons, brethren, you have no need that I write unto you. For you know perfectly that the day of the Lord so comes as a thief in the night. 

				1 Thessalonians 5:1-2  

				God Only Knows

				The world cannot prepare for this day because it is known only to God. The Church do not know this day and so cannot warn the world of it – indeed we have no instructions to warn the world of this great and dreadful day.

				This day, known only to God, is not the snatching away, or rapture of the bride. This snatching away happens before the Day of the Lord, for Jesus will come with his saints to make war. They will have to have been translated to become the army that descends with him. Whether they meet him as he comes to earth, or at an earlier time is not important to what I am discussing and I don't want the debate to cloud what is a straightforward and unambiguous issue – the return of Christ to judge this earth.

				The scriptures about 'one being left and one taken' are saying the very opposite of what most bible scholars believe they are showing. The 'taking away' is clearly for judgement in the context and not to escape judgement in a rapture. Those who remain are those that are not destroyed as in Noah's day, and I believe they will live in the millennial reign of Christ, and be the nations that are saved in the new heaven and earth. 

				If this was a straightforward situation with just two or three categories it would not cause all the confusion that so many Christians seem to have with the last days. I intend to put a chart in the last volume to show all the categories and how they fit in with the bible texts Footnote 1.

				Taken for Judgement

				The ones taken when Christ comes are clearly, in the context, for judgement and not to meet with the Lord in the air. 

				Read slowly the scripture that Christians use and you will have to agree that it is saying the opposite of what they believe.

				

				As in the days that were before the flood they were eating, drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day Noah entered into the ark, and knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. Then shall two be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other left. Two women shall be grinding at the mill; the one shall be taken, and the other left. 

				Matthew 24:38-41

				

				The taking away in Noah’s day was for destruction by drowning, and the taking away in the second coming, to be consistent, must also be taken away for judgement. In the next verse Jesus carried on and again mentions about a thief in the night. 

				

				Watch: for you don't know what hour your Lord will come. But know this, that if the good-man of the house had known in what watch the thief would come, he would have watched, and would not have suffered his house to be broken up. Therefore you also be ready: for in such an hour as you think not the Son of man will come.

				Matthew 24:42-44

				

				Another thing we know about this swift, unexpected return, is that the world will be thinking about peace and safely, not disaster and judgement. The 'Man of Sin', that will be accepted by a democratic vote of the world and the Church, will be a man of peace and will appear to solve the world's problems. 

				

				For when they shall say, peace and safety; then sudden destruction comes upon them, as travail upon a woman with child...

				1 Thessalonians 5:3

				Daniel was told that the vile person would obtain the kingdom by flatteries and with talk and actions of peace and safety. Very soon this man will appear on the world scene and be worshipped as God.

				

				And in his estate shall stand up a vile person, to whom they shall not give the honour of the kingdom: but he shall come in peaceably, and obtain the kingdom by flatteries.

				Daniel 11:21

				

				And such as do wickedly against the covenant shall he corrupt by flatteries: but the people that do know their God shall be strong, and do exploits. And they that understand among the people shall instruct many: yet they shall fall by the sword, and by flame, by captivity, and by spoil, many days. Now when they shall fall, they shall be helped with a little help: but many shall cleave to them with flatteries.

				Notice, it says that many of those who know God and have understanding will also fall for his peaceable ways.

				Watch and Pray

				The illustration of the thief in the night is not for the world; it is for the church, and it is a warning so that we will not be those who are caught out when the judgement comes. There are so many of these warnings to the church, in the epistles and from Jesus, that we really have no excuse. But as always, God’s people are blind, and dumb, and in a state of slumber. We are told to be vigilant, sober, and watchful whenever this day of the Lord is mentioned. Let the following verses penetrate your mind and engrave them on your heart, for you will surely need them in the dangerous and fearful days ahead.

				

				Take heed, watch and pray: for you don't know when the time is. For the Son of man is as a man taking a far journey, who left his house, and gave authority to his servants, and to every man his work, and commanded the porter to watch. 

				Watch therefore: for you know not when the master of the house comes, at even, or at midnight, or at the cock crowing, or in the morning: Lest coming suddenly he find you sleeping.  And what I say unto you I say unto all, Watch.

				Mark 13:33-37

				

				But the end of all things is at hand: therefore be sober, and watch unto prayer.

				Remember therefore how you have received and heard, and hold fast, and repent. If therefore you shall not watch, I will come on you as a thief, and you shall not know what hour I will come upon you.

				I have never seen more levity and shallowness amongst Christians as in these last few years. The very time they should be sober, vigilant, and watchful that they are not caught out, I find them pursuing entertainment, their Churches have ambitious building programmes, and they are living for this world and its empty tinsel and toys. I have seen Church notice boards advertising the Sunday morning meeting as 'Party-time', and the poster has clowns, hats, balloons, and party streamers around the service times. Surely something is wrong if we are in the last of the last days? I would think that a soberness and fear of God should be upon every Christian on the planet and intercession and holiness should be the order of the day.

				To the Churches

				To conclude this chapter, Jesus himself said that he would come like a thief, when he talked with John about the end times, in the book of Revelation. 

				

				Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watches, and keeps his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame.

				Revelation 16:15

				

				The next verse tells us the very first act that Jesus will do when he returns. He will gather the nations to a ferocious battle called 'The Battle of Armageddon', and this will be covered in the next chapter.

				

				And he gathered them together into a place called in the Hebrew tongue Armageddon.

				Revelation 16:16

				Footnote 1

				The categories will include: the bride, the virgins in Matthew 25, the sheep and the goats, the guests at the wedding. The nations that are saved in the new heaven and earth, those who will reign in the last millennium with Christ, those who rose from the dead when Jesus was resurrected, Enoch, who never died, the '2 Witnesses' in Revelation', those raptured, those who will come with Christ from heaven, those who are resurrected as Christ comes, those who are left at his coming and many more.

				Jesus is waiting at the right hand of God until his father gives him the signal to descend to this earth and take his rightful place. It will be the most terrifying time in world history. There has been nothing in history that will compare with it in its intensity and ferocity. It will be a blood-bath of immense proportions, according to all the scriptures that mention it. 

				What are the reasons for Jesus coming to earth the second time? 

				

				1. To avenge Israel’s enemies. 

				

				2. To claim his inheritance – rule the nations of this world.

				

				3. To restore the kingdom to Israel, be their king, and sit on the throne of hid father David.

				 God's Revenge

				I will deal with the first reason in this chapter.  The day of the Lord starts with a battle – a battle that almost all the world have heard of, but don't really know what it is all about. It is the battle of Armageddon. It will be the revenge of God's people Israel and Jesus will administer it with great intensity. Many of the prophets under the Old Testament foretold of this day. The book of Revelation also talks about this event in detail and describes the carnage that will follow it as 'the supper of the great God'. What a description! God consistently said, through the prophets of old, that he would 'avenge him of his enemies' and that day is now fast approaching.

				I will ease me of my adversaries, and avenge me of my enemies.

				The fear of God will cover the earth, and men will try to hide from his anger when they sense that the time of reckoning has come to planet earth. The bible says every eye will see him, for this coming will not be like the first time when only a handful of waiting saints realised it had happened. This will be a world wide event, and it will bring dread and despair to the whole planet. Here are a few of the scriptures that mention this event.

				This same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as you have seen him go into heaven.

				So many of the recent sci-fi movies have been about aliens who come to earth, or who are already on earth, and have taken on human form, and one day will take over and show their true identity and powers. This in not surprising for Satan would like to do this through his angels and for the women of earth to produce what they did in the time of Noah. This is not the book to write about the Giants that were on the earth (Nephilim in the Hebrew) but there are many books that cover this subject. Footnote 1

				

				The sons of God saw the daughters of men that they were fair; and they took them wives of all which they chose. 

				There were giants in the earth in those days; and also after that, when the sons of God came in unto the daughters of men, and they bare children to them, the same became mighty men which were of old, men of renown.

				From Genesis 6:2-4

				

				My point is that Satan only counterfeits God's plan, and indeed aliens will descend from heaven with a different body than flesh and blood. There are people on earth at this present time who have had a transformation. They are children of God with a completely different character, and are not really of this world. One day there will be a metamorphosis into their true identify and they will rise in the air to meet this company who are coming down from heaven – those who have already died. 

				If Christians only knew it, they are the people who are supposed to be the aliens of this present world awaiting the cry to be immortalised and reveal their true identity. This is not science fiction, it is all in the bible for us to read and meditate upon – if we have ears to hear and eyes to see. Here are a few scriptures for consideration;

				These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.

				In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump. The trumpet shall sound, the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed, for this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal, immortality.

				Surely someone changing from mortal to immortal, from flesh and blood to a spiritual body, in a second of time, is a human being changing into an alien – someone from another place. The bible says that we are now citizens of heaven, it is just that we have not changed into the body of what we really are. We are changed in spirit, but are waiting for the redemption of our bodies.

				

				And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the first-fruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body.

				Romans 8:23

				

				Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it does not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is.

				Revelation also records this great fear that is coming to earth very soon. In chapter 16, John sees the 7 vials of God's wrath poured out on to the earth by 7 angels and it is just as devastating as the plagues upon Egypt in the time of Moses.

				

				I heard a great voice out of the temple saying to the seven angels, Go your ways, and pour out the vials of the wrath of God upon the earth ...and there fell evil and grievous sores upon the men which had the mark of the beast, and upon them which worshipped his image. ...the sea became as the blood of a dead man: and every living soul died in the sea  ...the rivers and fountains of waters became blood ...the sun was given power to scorch men with fire.

				From Revelation 16:1-11

				

				When the 6th angel pours his vial on the earth it initiates the conditions for this great battle.

				

				The sixth angel poured out his vial upon the great river Euphrates; and the water thereof was dried up, that the way of the kings of the east might be prepared. And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet. For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles, which go forth unto the kings of the earth and of the whole world, to gather them to the battle of that great day of God Almighty. Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watches, and keeps his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame.  And he gathered them together into a place called in the Hebrew tongue Armageddon.

				Revelation 16:14-16

				

				Armageddon is a literal place in Israel and is also known as the city, or hill, of Megiddo. It is the scene of previous battles in Israel. Barack defeated the Canaanites in this location and Gideon defeated the Midianites. Saul and Josiah both died in this place after they had fallen away from God. All these battles and incidents are prophetic of this last battle to take place in the very same location. 

				The 6th Vial

				Why will the battle be in this part of the world? It is because these 3 evil spirits that are released from the mouth of Satan, the Man of Sin, and antichrist (the False Prophet) when the 6th vial is poured out, will bring the whole world to surround Israel and will be intent on the annihilation of Jesus and his army who have dared to invade earth and challenge them. If Jesus and his army can be wiped from the face of the earth, then the restoration of all things cannot take place and Jesus can never gain his inheritance. 				Who does this army, that will accompany Jesus from heaven, comprise of? Is it the angels, or the saints who have died since Adam? Or could it just be the bride of Christ who accompanies him? Could it be a composite of all of these? 

				I suppose a process of elimination is the best way to understand this army. He is coming to judge this world and it is clear from scripture that angels will not judge in the millennium – it will be those who are worthy saints who will reign, and they will rule angels.

				

				Don't you know that we shall judge angels? How much more things that pertain to this life?

				For unto the angels has he not put in subjection the world to come, whereof we speak.

				In Revelation it describes the army and we can make certain deductions from this description.

				

				And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.

				Revelation 19:14

				

				In previous verses in this same chapter it uses the same description for the bride of Christ

				

				Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife has made herself ready. And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.

				Revelation 19:7-8

				A Righteous Body

				I stated in a previous volume that this 'linen fine and clean' is not the righteousness that comes by faith in Jesus, for the bride already has this before she is changed to immortality. It is the righteous new resurrected body of those who are worthy to be in the first resurrection. They are clothed with this new righteous body. We are told that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom and so this army must be an army of soldiers with a new spiritual body. These are the ones who will reign with Christ for 1,000 years

				And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army. And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone.

				Revelation 19:19-20

				

				The armies who fought under the direction of these 2 men will be dealt with by Jesus who will slay them with the sword.

				

				And the remnant were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth. 

				Revelation 19:21

				

				The 2 people who masterminded this proposed annihilation of Jesus, his army and those of true Israel, the Man of Sin and the False Prophet, will then be captured and punished in the lake of fire, and Satan who was personified in these 2 men will bear the sins of Israel (see volume 5, chapter 12, The day of Atonement). Jesus will not initiate this on Satan for this punishment will be done by an angel. Just as the high priest does not take Azazel, the scapegoat, to a place uninhabited. An angel will take Satan and he will be bound for 1,000 years

				

				And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand. And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a thousand years, And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season.

				The End of the Day

				This above verse says that it is not the final fate of Satan for he must be released again after the 1,000 years, but this is at the end of the day of the Lord and we must leave this reprieve of Satan to the last volume of this series. Jesus will then replace Satan as the 'God of this world' and when the government is upon his shoulder the scripture in Isaiah will be fulfilled. 

				

				For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.

Both verses say that these Jews are actually the Synagogue of Satan.

				The Man of Sin and the False Prophet will try to annihilate all of Israel, but who will this comprise of? To understand this question we need to know some of the history of God's people and where they will be in the last days. We must also be careful not to think of Israel as the Jews only. The nation of Israel that were awarded their own home land in 1948 are at this present time called Jews. This is a name for the tribe of Judah, or those who live in Judea. However, most of them are not from the seed of Jacob at all. 

				 German Jews

				It is interesting that 80% of the worlds Jews are Ashkenazi Jews. These are descended from the medieval Jewish communities along the Rhine in Germany. Ashkenaz is the medieval Hebrew name for this region in Germany. Thus, Ashkenazim or Ashkenazi Jews are literally 'German Jews'. There is also strong evidence that these 'Jews' came from the Khazar Empire, a major but almost forgotten power in Eastern Europe, which in the Dark Ages became converted to Judaism. Khazaria was finally wiped out by the forces of Genghis Khan, but evidence indicates that the Khazars themselves migrated to Poland and formed the cradle of Western Jewry. They have no bloodline to Abraham and are actually the children of Esau – Edom. It says in Revelation 'They call themselves Jews but they are  not'. 

				The letters to the Churches for the last days warns us of the danger of not discerning these facts. The only two Churches that were not blind and did not have any criticism were the ones that were aware of the false Jews. This cannot be a coincidence! Both verses say that these Jews are actually the 'Synagogue of Satan'.

				

				I know your works, and tribulation, and poverty, (but you are rich) and I know the blasphemy of them which say they are Jews, and are not, but are the synagogue of Satan.

				Behold, I will make them of the synagogue of Satan, which say they are Jews, and are not, but do lie; behold, I will make them to come and worship before your feet, and to know that I have loved you.

				2 Kingdoms

				After King Solomon’s reign, the kingdom of Israel was split into 2 separate, and different kingdoms. The kingdom of Judah in the south, comprising Judah and Benjamin, and some of Levi, and the northern kingdom of Israel comprised the other 10 tribes. They were 2 distinct kingdoms with 2 separate dynasties of kings. They have never been united and before the captivity were often enemies, and at war with each other. One of the things that Jesus will do when he returns is to unite Israel and Judah as one Kingdom (see volume 5 page 59).

				Some of Judah were taken to Assyria and the remnant taken by King Nebuchadnezzar to Babylon as punishment by God. There was a small remnant that Nebuchadnezzar left in Judea to look after the land.

				After 70 years a remnant (around 50,000) returned under Ezra and Nehemiah who inhabited the land of Israel until after Jesus was on this earth. In Jesus' day many of those who called themselves Jews, because they had accepted the Jewish religion and customs, were actually Edomites and Canaanites who had converted. The Herod dynasty, who were known as 'King of the Jews', and who tried to kill Jesus was of the seed of Esau, the hater of the Children of Jacob. The Herod at the time of Jesus was an Idumean – Edom.

				Jews  Form Edom

				The modern Jews actually claim they are descendants of Esau and not Jacob. This may sound disturbing and unbelievable to most Christians but it is what their own encylopedia says;

				

				Edom is in modern Jewry.

				The Jewish Encyclopedia, 1925 edition, Vol. 5, p. 41 

				

				The American Peoples Encyclopedia also confirms these facts.

				

				In the year 740 A.D., the Khazars were officially converted to Judaism. A century later they were crushed by the incoming Slavic-speaking people and were scattered over central Europe where they were known as Jews. It is from this grouping that most German and Polish Jews are descended, and they likewise make-up a considerable part of that population now found in America. The term Ashkenazim is applied to this round-headed, dark-complexioned division.

				In the 1960’s, the number of Sephardim Jews was estimated at 500,000. The Ashkenazim, at the same period, numbered about 11,000,000. Thus, in common parlance, Jew is practically synonymous with Ashkenazi Jew.

				The late Rabbi Stephen F. Wise, formerly the Chief Rabbi of the United States said; 

				

				The return from Babylon and the introduction of the Babylonian Talmud mark the end of Hebrewism and the beginning of Judaism.

				

				The majority of modern Jews do not consider what we call the 'Old Testament' the most holy book. They consider the Babylonian Talmud (which is the writings of the sages and rabbis though the ages), to be superior.  Judaism is based on this book, which is full of occult Kabbala teaching brought by the exiled Jews from Babylon, and contradicts what the Tennach says. 

				The one people that Jesus always condemned and exposed were the Pharisees and their doctrines, and traditions have been kept alive to this day through the Talmud.

				The Talmud derives it's stance from the academic Pharisees who took over from the older Sanhedrin.

				From Rabbi Finklestein's - 'History of the Jews'

				

				The sons of Khazar claim that they have descended from the seed of Japheth, and not Shem. Here is a quote from the New Jewish Encyclopedia

				

				Joseph then proceeds to provide a genealogy of his people. Though a fierce Jewish nationalist, proud of wielding the “Sceptre of Judah,” he cannot, and does not claim for them Semitic descent: he traces their ancestry not to Shem, but to Noah’s third son, Japheth; or more precisely to Japheth’s grandson, Togarmah, the ancestor of all Turkish tribes. “We have found in the family register of our fathers,” Joseph asserts boldly, “that Togarma had ten sons, and the names of their offspring are as follows: Uigur, Dursu, Avars, Huns, Basilli, Tarniakh, Khazars, Zagora, Bulgars, Sabir. We are the sons of Khazar, the seventh...

				In the reign of the Roman emperor Titus, in AD 70, the temple in Jerusalem was destroyed and 1,100,000 Jews were killed and 97,000 taken into slavery and captivity. They were dispersed and scattered around the world. Since 1948 the Zionists, and well meaning but ignorant Christians, have encouraged Jews to go back to the promised land. There are, it is estimated, around 13 million Jews worldwide. However, more Jews still chose to live outside Israel, and there are more Jews living in America alone, than in Israel. 

				Flesh then Spirit 

				The false and the flesh always come before the real and the spirit, and the Zionists have taken back Israel in the flesh. They will welcome the Man of Sin as the true Messiah and will establish antichrist in the temple in Jerusalem. 				Christians have been deceived into supporting this synagogue of Satan, and in the USA alone there are, according to reports, 50 million of the 70 million evangelicals who are Christian Zionists. Although the majority are sincere and have no idea of the Zionist agenda to set up the false 'King of the Jews', they are helping the false Messiah to be established in Jerusalem, and sending millions of dollars to Israel. Footnote 1 

				Just as Israel wanted a king before Messiah and settled for Saul (who ended his life in witchcraft and suicide), they are supporting what will be the antichrist system.

				Let No Man Deceive You

				We should not be alarmed at all this, for God's people throughout history have always sought the flesh and the physical, and will not wait for the real, lasting, and spiritual kingdom. The Zionists Jews have taken the land of Israel politically and it is all part of God's plan, for Saul had to come before David, Ishmael before Isaac, and Esau before Jacob. 				The Northern Kingdom

				The nation of Israel (the 10 Northern tribes) were taken captive by King Shalmaneser to Assyria and placed in Gozan and the cities of the Medes but, unlike those in Babylon, did not return to their own land after 70 years. God said that he would scatter them to the far corners of the world and so he did. They migrated from Assyria around the Caspian Sea into Scythia and then into Europe. Europe has populated the USA, Australia, New Zealand, Canada and South Africa, and so we can say that most of the white speaking nations are descendants of Israel. Of course it is not so simplistic as this, but the migrations of the 10 tribes can be traced throughout the last 2,500 years (See Map on Page 139).

				Here is one example of how a British nation claims to be descended from Israel. The following statements can be found in similar old documents of nations such as Denmark, Norway, Ireland, the UK, and many other countries. Winsor Castle, until recently, had a family tree of the kings of England displayed going back to Noah. 

				This study, although fascinating, is outside the scope of this book, but there is much information on this subject of the lost 10 tribes. Footnote 2

				Below is a part of the declaration of the independence of Scotland – 'The declaration of Arbroath'. If you are sceptical of what I have just stated, then read this carefully for it is an historical document and not speculation. I have made bold some of it to highlight the salient points.

				Most Holy Father and Lord, we know and from the chronicles and books of the ancients we find that among other famous nations our own, the Scots, have been graced with widespread renown. They journeyed from Greater Scythia by way of the Tyrrhenian Sea and the Pillars of Hercules (Straits of Gibraltar today), and dwelt for a long course of time in Spain among the most savage tribes, but nowhere could they be subdued by any race, however barbarous. Thence they came, twelve hundred years after the people of Israel crossed the Red Sea, to their home in the west where they still live today. The Britons they first drove out, the Picts they utterly destroyed, and, even though very often assailed by the Norwegians, the Danes and the English, they took possession of that home with many victories and untold efforts; and, as the historians of old time bear witness, they have held it free of all bondage ever since. In their kingdom there have reigned one hundred and thirteen kings of their own royal stock, the line unbroken by a single foreigner. The high qualities and deserts of these people, were they not otherwise manifest, gain glory enough from this: that the King of kings and Lord of lords, our Lord Jesus Christ, after His Passion and Resurrection, called them, even though settled in the uttermost parts of the earth, almost the first to His most holy faith. Nor would He have them confirmed in that faith by merely anyone but by the first of His Apostles — by calling, though second or third in rank — the most gentle Saint Andrew, the Blessed Peter’s brother, and desired him to keep them under his protection as their patron forever.

				 6th April 1320 (the fifteenth year of the reign of our King aforesaid. Robert the Bruce) 

				Many people of the modern nation of Germany are descendants of the Assyrians, and God will use them as prophesied by many of the Old Testament prophets to chastise Israel before he restores them. Germany has tried to control Europe and then the world since the popes took over from imperial Rome. Hitler was the last 'Man of Sin' who tried to lead Germany to world dominance, and Germany is now again planning to do the same in the 21st century. 

				World War 3

				World war 3 is much closer than the world, or the Church, envisage and just as we said 'peace in our time' when Germany was preparing for World War 2, it is the same today. Everyone is looking for a One World Order to bring in peace, but there will be a sting in the tail and it will bring in the One World Tyranny, that will seek to destroy Israel. 

				Part of Germany's plan is to wipe Israel off the face of the earth. (Remember I am not talking about just Judah and the true Jews, I am including the 10 lost tribes as I have stated.) 

				Already Germany, through economic bombing, is taking over European countries by stealth. Ireland has been deliberately brought to its financial knees as has Greece, and both nations have had to bail themselves out with massive loans from the Rothschild owned IMF. Remember that Nineveh, the capital of Assyria, was founded by Asshur of the good seed of Shem ( Genesis 11:22) – unlike Babylon that was founded by Nimrod, the first Man of Sin.

				An Innumerable Number

				God promised that Abraham's seed would be as the sand of the sea, or the stars of heaven. He was not talking about the spiritual seed – Gentile Christians are of course children of Abraham by faith – he was talking about his physical seed. Modern Israel, so called, has only 13 million worldwide to boast about. Surely this will not fulfil the prophesy. It has to include the lost 10 tribes which will now number billions. I have no space in this book to discuss all the other tribes of the earth who are descendants of these 10 tribes, but just as an example; there is an African tribe in Nigeria called the Ibo’s, or Igbos, and they have been accepted by the highest authority in Israel as descendants of one of the tribes. Footnote 3 They are a black people, but this should not surprise us for the seed of Israel was through 4 different women, from different tribes, and Joseph bore Ephraim and Manasseh through an Egyptian woman. We have expected all Israel to look like the tribe of Judah which in the light of the above is not reasonable. No wonder they are lost. No one knows what they will look like after 2,500 years of exile.

				Another reason we do not recognise them is to do with the Sabbath. God said it would be a sign to all nations that they are God's people. The true Jews have kept the Sabbath throughout the centuries and even now in all countries of the world keep the 7th day as separate. The Northern 10 tribes did not keep the Sabbath and assimilated the customs of the heathen.

				Weapons of War

				As well as the slain, in any battle, there are also the discarded and broken weapons that litter the battlefield and Ezekiel also describes the cleaning up process that Israel will have to go through to cleanse the land. God told Ezekiel that it will take 7 years to burn all the weapons that were left on Israel's soil.

				

				And they that dwell in the cities of Israel shall go forth, and shall set on fire and burn the weapons, both the shields and the bucklers, the bows and the arrows, and the hand-staves, and the spears, and they shall burn them with fire seven years: So that they shall take no wood out of the field, neither cut down any out of the forests; for they shall burn the weapons with fire: and they shall spoil those that spoiled them, and rob those that robbed them, says the Lord GOD. And it shall come to pass in that day, that I will give unto Gog a place there of graves in Israel, the valley of the passengers on the east of the sea: and it shall stop the noses of the passengers: and there shall they bury Gog and all his multitude: and they shall call it the valley of Hamongog.

				This is the beginning of the restoration of Israel and the millennial reign of Christ. Jesus will destroy her enemies and defend her from the False Prophet, and the Man of Sin. They will both be cast alive into the lake of fire and that will be the end of them for eternity.

				He divides the sea with his power, and by his understanding he smites through the proud. By his spirit he has garnished the heavens; his hand has formed the crooked serpent. Lo, these are parts of his ways: but how little a portion is heard of him? But the thunder of his power who can understand?

				All my Christian life I have been told that Lucifer is Satan, and for most of that time I believed it, having no reason to doubt it. However, a number of years ago I was reading Isaiah chapter 14 – the only mention of Lucifer in the whole bible, and I realised that it did not fit in the context, and so I began to explore the teaching on this belief and found that it had no scriptural basis at all. I have no idea where the teaching originated, but I have found it to be almost universally accepted in all of the countries and denominations I have visited and taught in. I think one of the reasons the doctrine was formulated was because people do not want the real God and so the only alternative is to make him into the God that is acceptable – a God of only love and grace. It is inconceivable to them that God could create anything that was evil, despite scriptures to the contrary. Footnote 1.

				Grasping at Straws

				I can only believe that people were so desperate to know and teach about the perfect origins of Satan that any straws they could grasp at were included into a doctrine. 

				

				There are three basic beliefs about Lucifer.

				

				1. He was created by God as a perfect, archangel or Cherub, before God created heaven and earth, and he was the worship leader in heaven leading God’s angelic choirs. Many also believe he also had dominion over the earth in a pre-adamic first creation, and that when God made the heavens and earth in 6 days it was a recreation.

				

				2. He was called Lucifer before pride entered him, and he led a rebellion and tried to usurp God. 

				3. He was cast out of heaven by Michael and his angels before creation and became known as Satan –  which means adversary.

				Here is an example from a child’s Christian book.

				

				The Bible teaches us that back somewhere around the beginning of time, the devil was once named Lucifer. Lucifer was created by God, and was once a perfect and beautiful cherub or angel (Ezekiel 28:14-15). He was created to serve and worship God, but he was created with the ability to have freedom of choice. Lucifer chose to serve himself instead of God. His heart became filled with pride because of his beauty (Ezekiel 28:17), and he became rebellious (disobedient) against God. He believed he could be like God the most High (Isaiah 14:13-15). God then cast Lucifer out of heaven because of his sin and has been called the Devil or Satan ever since (Isaiah 14:12 and Ezekiel 28:15-19).

				

				This is a good example because it gives the very scriptures that the ideas came from, so it will be easy to see if the scriptures actually quote what the above passage states, is speculation, or is taken out of context. We will see that all three of the above apply and is really bad exegesis. This is a mix and match from different visions of different prophets about different people or beings, and suggests that they are talking about the same events and persons. Let us look at the above statements and the scriptures that are  referenced.

				 

				1. Somewhere back in eternity Satan was once called Lucifer and he was a cherub or angel. 

				

				The scripture is Ezekiel 28:14-15.

				You are the anointed cherub that covers; and I have set you: you were upon the holy mountain of God; you have walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire. You were perfect in your ways from the day that you were created, till iniquity was found in you.

				Ezekiel 28:14-15.

				

				There is no mention of Lucifer or Satan in these verses. It is not taken from the passage in Isaiah where Lucifer is mentioned and it talks in the present tense about an anointed cherub who was perfect until iniquity was found in him. The previous verses are addressed to the ‘King of Tyrus’, not Lucifer and not the ‘King of Babylon’ that in Isaiah is referred to as Lucifer. There is not enough evidence here to say that Lucifer is Satan. 

				The passage of scripture is obviously referring to someone other than the King of Tyrus, but who does he symbolise? Is there anywhere in the rest of the bible that links the King of Tyrus to Satan. I can’t find any. We cannot therefore, use this one scripture from another vision in another book of the bible to base a doctrine on, if they don’t both mention Lucifer. We cannot speculate and postulate, we must have many scriptures that all agree. 

				 The Living Creatures

				We do know that this being was a cherub and it would be good to note here that a cherub is not a type of angel. Ezekiel, who quotes this, had seen the cherubim and they are described as beasts, or living creatures, in other parts of the bible. They are strange creatures indeed, with four faces and full of eyes (see Ezekiel 1, whole chapter, and 10:20. Also Revelation 4:6-11).

				

				2. Lucifer's heart became filled with pride because of his beauty. 

				

				The reference is Ezekiel 28:17.

				

				Your heart was lifted up because of your beauty, you have corrupted your wisdom by reason of your brightness: I will cast you to the ground, and lay you before kings, that they may behold you. 

				Ezekiel 28:17

				

				Again it is about the king of Tyrus, from Ezekiel, and not from the passage in Isaiah that mentions Lucifer. It says he will be cast to the ground and laid before kings so that they can see him. I can’t find any reference in the bible where this is going to happen to Satan.

				

				3. He believed he could be like God the most High. 

				

				The reference used is Isaiah 14:13-15.

				

				For you have said in your heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High. Yet you shall be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.

				Isaiah 14:13-15

				

				This verse is about Lucifer and it says that he will be brought down to Hell (Sheol – the place of the dead). However, nowhere in the bible does it say that Satan will go to this place. His fate is that he will be cast into the lake of fire. 

				

				And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.

				Revelation 20:10

				

				The next verse in Isaiah says that the inmates of hell mock him. 

				

				...saying, Is this the man that made the earth to tremble? 

				Isaiah 14:16 

				Lucifer a Man!

				Here, Lucifer is described as a man – which could not be applied to Satan who is a spirit and not flesh and blood. His death is described in detail. It says the worms eat his body. Again this cannot be applied to Satan. There is no doubt that this person, called Lucifer in this scripture, will try to be like God but it also says he will sit in the mount of the congregation on the sides of the north – this is Jerusalem and I can find no reference in scripture where Satan has or will fulfil this prophecy and sit in the temple in Jerusalem being worshipped as God.

				

				4. God then cast Lucifer out of heaven because of his sin (Isaiah 14:12 and Ezekiel 28:15-19) 

				

				Let us look at these references.

				

				How are you fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! How are you cut down to the ground, which did weaken the nations!

				Isaiah 14:12

				

				This scripture says Lucifer fell from heaven, and not that he was cast out. I am not 'nit picking' here, for when I show who Lucifer really is, the words will make a difference. The other scripture reference is from Ezekiel, and is not about the King of Babylon, but the King of Tyrus, and it does say he was cast out – but from the mountain of God, not heaven. 

				

				You were perfect in your ways from the day that you were created, till iniquity was found in you. By the multitude of your  merchandise they have filled the midst of you with violence, and you have sinned: therefore I will cast you as profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy you, O covering cherub, from the midst of the stones of fire. Your heart was lifted up because of your beauty, you have corrupted your wisdom by reason of your brightness: I will cast you to the ground, I will lay you before kings, that they may behold you. You have defiled your sanctuaries by the multitude of your iniquities, by the iniquity of your traffic; therefore I will bring forth a fire from the midst of you, it shall devour you, and I will bring you to ashes upon the earth in the sight of all them that behold you. All they that know you among the people shall be astonished at you: you shall be a terror, and shall never be any more.

				Ezekiel 28:15-19

				

				This is about the King of Tyrus, not the king of Babylon – Lucifer, and although he is a prophecy of another person it hardly fits Satan. Satan will not be laid before kings, and Satan was not corrupted because of his shady business dealings and merchandise. It says that this king of Tyrus was filled with violence because of his dealings. Christians believe Satan is the source of violence, and if this is true then his corrupt dealings cannot fill him with violence. It says that he will be brought to the earth as ashes in the sight of all those that look upon him. I can’t find any scriptures to show that Satan will be exposed in this way. 

				It Just Doesn't fit

				The description just does not fit. If we use a scripture that is an allegory or prophecy of another person it has to fit in all its description and not just a short phrase taken out of context.

				Any fair minded person would find no evidence from the above scriptures to prove that Lucifer is Satan. However, those who do believe this doctrine bring 2 scriptures from the New Testament and to be fair we should also look at them. The most obvious one is in the book of Revelation. 

				Visions not Statements

				It would be good to note at this point that all the scriptures people bring to support this doctrine are from visions and not from statements. It is not a good practice to base any doctrine using verses from prophecies and visions. Visions and prophecies, of course, can support a teaching, but unless there are unambiguous statements from the word of God we should not use them as a basis for our doctrines. 

				The scripture that Christians use to show that Satan was cast out of heaven before creation is in the book of Revelation chapter 12. This was a vision given to John, who was exiled on the Isle of Patmos, around AD70.

				

				And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, and prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven. And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceives the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.

				Revelation 12:7-9

				This scripture gives the names of Satan in the bible, but does not mention Lucifer. This event of Satan being cast out of heaven could not have happened before creation for the following reasons.

				Revelation is the Future

				1.  Everything after revelation 4 is foretelling the future, from John’s time (AD70). If these verses are about history, they are the only ones in the whole of Revelation that are not about the future, and so is inconsistent.

				

				After this, I looked, and, behold, a door was opened in heaven: and the first voice which I heard was as it were of a trumpet talking with me; which said, Come up hither, and I will show you things which must be hereafter.

				Revelation 4:1

				

				2.  It says that when Satan was cast out, his place was found no more in heaven. We know in the time of Job that Satan had access to heaven (see Job 1:6 and 2:1), so again this war cannot have been fought pre-creation. In this passage there is no mention of Satan’s pride or that he was trying to usurp God. It says Michael and his angels fought against the Devil – not that the Devil raised a rebellion and tried to usurp God and take over heaven. It seems to me as though this was an act of God and was the time for Satan to be cast down to the earth for the final end time prophecy to be played out, where Satan enters the Man of Sin (see Volume 4 chapter 12 – War in Heaven). That he resisted there is not doubt or there would not be a war, but this passage does not imply that Satan was the instigator or the aggressor.

				 Notice, in this passage, he did not ‘fall’ from heaven as it says Lucifer did in Isaiah 14, but was cast out. There is a big difference in meaning between these two words. The other New Testament scripture that is used to support this doctrine is a quote from Jesus, after the disciples had returned from casting out devils. 

				

				And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils are subject unto us through your name. And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven.

				Luke 10:17-18

				

				This scripture says Satan fell from heaven, but there is nothing around this statement that lets us know when this has happened, or will happen. It could, of course, be the past, at the time Jesus said it, or a future prophecy that will be fulfilled at the cross or in the end times as described in the book of Revelation, and so we cannot use it as evidence of a pre-creation battle, and expulsion of Lucifer from heaven. 

				The Beast

				It is very easy to see who Isaiah was talking about when he describes Lucifer, for it fits only one man perfectly – The Beast, the Man of Sin. When we look at the description in Isaiah 14, everything makes sense. Let me go through the verses to show this.

				The first thing to note is that, in the context, this is a proverb that Israel will say when they are restored in the last days. This can only be said after the Day of the Lord! That is; when Jesus comes again with the saints to judge this earth and restore the kingdom of Israel.

				

				Behold, the day of the LORD comes, cruel both with wrath and fierce anger, to lay the land desolate: and he shall destroy the sinners  out of it.

				Isaiah 13:9

				

				We then see that this is a proverb against the King of Babylon who later is mocked as Lucifer.

				

				And it shall come to pass in the day that the LORD shall give you rest from your sorrow, and from your fear, and from the hard bondage that you were made to serve, that you shall take up this proverb against the king of Babylon, and say, How has the oppressor ceased! The golden city ceased!

				Isaiah 14:3-4

				Lucifer – the King of Babylon

				The king of Babylon in the bible is consistent in being the one who rules Babylon, and Babylon is the whore, the false religion that God’s people are placed in when they reject God. 

				Verse 12 of this passage is the critical one for this is where God called The King of Babylon, Lucifer. God is mocking him and calling him the light bearer – the morning star. These names are the very names of Christ, and the only light of the world. It is a mockery of him. "How have you fallen from heaven. I thought you were God, but you are a man".

				

				How have you fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! How are you cut down to the ground, which did weaken the nations! ...Yet you shall be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit. They that see you shall narrowly look upon you, and consider you, saying, Is this the man that made the earth to tremble, that did shake kingdoms.

				From Isaiah 14:12-16

				

				Lucifer said 'in his heart', it does not say that he did any of it. Why would he aspire to ascend to heaven if he was already perfect and in heaven. This is a statement of someone who aspires to heaven, not someone who is already there!

				

				For you have said in your heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.

				Isaiah 14:13-15

				

				Paul told Thessalonian Christians this 'Man of Sin' would fulfil these very words, and he says that this will not happen until after the day of the Lord.

				That you will not be soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand. Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition.

				2 Thessalonians 2:2-3

				

				Surely this next verse is what Lucifer said 'in his heart'. 

				

				He will oppose and exalt himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sits in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God.

				2 Thessalonians 2:4

				

				God, in Isaiah, is mocking this 'Man of Sin' for thinking he would be like God and worshipped as God. The amazing thing is that this will happen exactly as Paul told the Church in Thesalonika. When all the world recognise this man as God, and he is seated in Jerusalem, then Jesus will return and exposed him as a mere man, and he will come to his sudden fate.

				Satan Incarnate

				I believe that the 'Man of Sin' will be Satan incarnate just as Jesus was God incarnate, but he will be a man and not Satan. Just as Jesus as a man could die, he will also die. God does not have flesh and blood and neither does Satan, and therefore, neither of them can die. Angels are in the same position. They have spiritual bodies and are not subject to the first death. Satan and the angels of course are not exempt from the second, and spiritual death; the lake of fire.

				The scriptures used to support the Lucifer doctrine quoted in Ezekiel are about the King of Tyrus and do not mention Lucifer anywhere – I will repeat that Lucifer is mentioned only once in the whole bible. It is worth noting that before this prophecy against this king, there is a prophecy about the Prince of Tyrus and it seems to be the same as for the king of Babylon. It will fit the description of the 'Man of Sin' who will rule this world very soon. The King cannot be the same person as the prince who has a completely different description. I believe I know who the King of Tyrus represents but this book is not the place to disclose it. 

				As well as showing that Lucifer is the 'Man of Sin', who will soon be manifest on this earth, and not Satan, I also wanted to show that Christians do not know the origins of Satan, because these are the only scriptures they bring to support their belief. I believe they will never find Satan's origins because they have a wrong premise. 

				Just a hypothesis

				Just like those who support 'evolution' they have a hypothesis, which is perfectly legitimate, but then make it a fact in their thinking and move it to a theory, and then propose it as an actual fact. They are always looking for evidence to support the hypothesis whereas true science would look at the evidence to make a conclusion – or a theory that could become, when scientifically proved, a theorem. 

				Those who believe that God could not create an adversary – a Satan – then have to look for evidence to support their hypothesis. Because there is no clear evidence, they do exactly the same as those who support evolution and force scriptures to say what they do not say. If enough people preach it, then it somehow becomes fact and is not open to challenge – it is self evident, just like the lie in the American constitution that says it is self evident that all men are created equal. 

				The God Who Is!

				Until we understand the God 'who is' and stop believing in the God we have made in our image to suit our imaginations, we will never understand the plan of God and the fact that without temptation, pain, and failure we can never understand love. This is what God’s plan is all about; demonstrating his great love. This has been the sole purpose of writing these volumes; to show that God wants us to understand and be a part of this demonstration of love. Opposition, and 'an adversary', adversity, and failure are all necessary to demonstrate this love. Satan is not a mistake and is under the complete control of God every second the universe ticks over. Everything in the whole cosmos was planned to the letter before God even started to manifest it. 

				What a wonderful and powerful and majestic God we serve! Please let me exhort you to seek the real God with all your heart, soul, and mind. This was Paul's driving force and motivation and we would do well to follow his footsteps.

				

				That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his suffering, being made conformable unto his death; if by any means I might attain unto the resurrection of the dead.

				

				Philippians 3:10-11

				

				Footnote 1

				God is almighty and so in complete control of everything that happens – good or bad. Otherwise there would be a chance that his plan could fail and Satan could get the upper hand. Everything was created by him and is still under his control. I intend to write a book on this subject entitled 'The Worlds Greatest Lie', and show that there is no battle of good against evil, God against Satan. 

				Satan is our enemy, for sure, but he is not the enemy of God according to scripture. Here are a few texts to ponder on.  

				Romans 9:13; Isaiah 45:7; Amos 3:6; 2 Chronicles 18:21; 1 Chronicles 21:1 and 2 Samuel 24:1

				The Restoration 

				of Israel

				

				Turn, O backsliding children, says the LORD; for I am married unto you: and I will take you one of a city, and two of a family, and I will bring you to Zion.

				Jeremiah 3:14

				

				But the LORD shall endure for ever: he has prepared his throne for judgement.  And he shall judge the world in righteousness, he shall minister judgement to the people in uprightness. The LORD also will be a refuge for the oppressed, a refuge in times of trouble. They that know your name will put their trust in you: for you, LORD, have not forsaken them that seek you. 

				Psalm 9:7-10

				

				When God put Israel away for her spiritual adultery he placed her in Babylon, as a punishment for 70 years, and then restored a remnant. It was a prophecy for the future. Israel are still away from her husband, and have not yet repented. 

				Under Moses law when a man put his wife away, he had to give her a bill of divorcement to legally free her to marry another man. However, although God put Israel away, he did not give her the legal right to marry another, for the putting away was not a permanent thing, it was for chastisement and to bring her back again after her discipline. God always intended to bring Israel back as his wife once she had been disciplined. 

				

				The Lord says, Where is the bill of your mother's divorcement, whom I have put away? Or which of my creditors is it to whom I have sold you? Behold, for your iniquities you have sold yourselves, and for your transgressions is your mother put away.

				Isaiah 50:1

				God's Wife Restored

				One day very soon God will restore his wife back to himself, and his son will play a major part in this plan. I have looked at Joseph as a type of Jesus in this respect, and Jesus will be the one to plead with Israel to return to his father and their God. Joseph was not only reunited to his brothers, but he was reunited to his father also. 

				

				And I will betroth you unto me for ever; yes, I will betroth you unto me in righteousness, and in judgement, and in loving kindness, and in mercies. I will even betroth you unto me in faithfulness: and you shall know the LORD.

				Hosea 2:19-20

				

				Israel will have to go through much tribulation before they are restored and I have covered much of this when I looked at Jacob's trouble. There are many scriptures to help Israel in this time, so that the remnant will have hope in their redemption. I have shown that Assyria will be Israel's aggressors, and Germany is again rising to perform this act against God's people. Thank God, we know the outcome – the battle of Armageddon. Christ will appear, defeat the armies of the Man of Sin, and free Israel once and for all. 

				

				And it shall come to pass in that day, that the remnant of Israel, and such as are escaped of the house of Jacob, shall no more again stay upon him that smote them; but shall stay upon the LORD, the Holy One of Israel, in truth. The remnant shall return, even the remnant of Jacob, unto the mighty God. For though your people Israel be as the sand of the sea, yet a remnant of them shall return: the consumption decreed shall overflow with righteousness. For the Lord GOD of hosts shall make a consumption, even determined, in the midst of all the land. Therefore thus says the Lord GOD of hosts, O my people that dwell in Zion, be not afraid of the Assyrian: he shall smite you with a rod, and shall lift up his staff against you, after the manner of Egypt. For yet a very little while, and the indignation shall cease, and my anger in their destruction. And the LORD of hosts shall stir up a scourge for him according to the slaughter of Midian at the rock of Oreb  Footnote 1, and as his rod was upon the sea, so shall he lift it up after the manner of Egypt. And it shall come to pass in that day, that his burden shall be taken away from off your shoulder, and his yoke from off your neck, and the yoke shall be destroyed because of the anointing.

				Isaiah 10:20-27

				Unbiblical Doctrines

				It is strange that so many Charismatic Christians talk about 'the anointing that breaks the yoke' when they are speaking about spiritual warfare, healing, or the presence of God, yet the above scripture is about the restoration of Israel and nothing else. So many of the phrases that Christians use have been taken completely out of context and are used to promote doctrines that are not in the bible. It does not say that 'the anointing breaks the yoke', it says God will destroy the yoke because of the anointing, which has a completely different meaning. The anointing means 'God chosen and sealed', and is not a feeling, or the power of God as is supposed. Check the scriptures on the word anointing and you will be surprised. All the teachings about 'corporate anointings' and such like become nonsense when compared with scripture!

				Israel will turn to their God and he will establish them again, but it will not be an automatic 'pain free' reversal of their state. God will plead with his people to return and repent. Many of the prophets told of this. 

				

				Here is a quote from Micah.

				

				I will also gather all nations, and will bring them down into the valley of Jehoshaphat, and will plead with them there for my people and for my heritage Israel, whom they have scattered among the nations, and parted my land.

				Joel 3:2

				

				Hear what the LORD says; Arise, contend before the mountains, and let the hills hear your voice. Hear you, O mountains, the LORD'S controversy, and you strong foundations of the earth: for the LORD has a controversy with his people, and he will plead with Israel. O my people, what have I done unto you? Wherein have I wearied you? Testify against me...

				Micah 9:1-3

				

				Thank God that Israel will repent and it will be a heart repentance and not just a token confession. When this happens then the results will be swift, for the bible tells us that the nation of Israel will be born 'in a day'. I have shown in the last volume why I believe it will happen on the day of Atonement – the day when the whole of the nation were atoned for (See Volume 5 chapter 12).

				

				Turn, O backsliding children, says the LORD; for I am married unto you: and I will take you one of a city, and two of a family, and I will bring you to Zion.

				Jeremiah 3:14

				

				For behold the stone that I have laid before Joshua; upon one stone shall be seven eyes: behold, I will engrave the graving thereof, says the LORD of hosts, and I will remove the iniquity of that land in one day.

				Zechariah 3:9 

				Reigning in Jerusalem

				When Israel are restored again to their land, then the world government will be in Jerusalem. In the next and last volume of this series, I will look at the 1,000 year reign of Christ as 'King of Israel', but I just want to show how much of the bible is pointing to this restoration of Israel; for it is pivotal in the plan of God.

				

				And it shall come to pass in that day, that the LORD shall punish the host of the high ones that are on high, and the kings of the earth upon the earth. And they shall be gathered together, as prisoners are gathered in the pit, and shall be shut up in the prison, and after many days shall they be visited. Then the moon shall be confounded, and the sun ashamed, when the LORD of hosts shall reign in mount Zion, and in Jerusalem, and before his ancients gloriously.

				Isaiah 24-21-23

				The joy that Israel will experience in that day of restoration will be in proportion to all the pain she has been through. 

				

				To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he might be glorified.

				Isaiah 61:3

				

				And in that day you shall say, O LORD, I will praise you: though you were angry with me, your anger is turned away, and you comfort me.

				Isaiah 12:1

				

				After the battle of Armageddon, God will gather all the remnant of Israel from all over the world as his people. Those going back to Israel since 1948 are mostly from Edom and have been manipulated by the Zionist movement to return with the help of Christian Zionists as I have shown in chapter 6. The bible says that the root of Jesse – Jesus – will himself draw all Israel to the promised land when he returns! The nation of Israel that was formed in 1948 is the counterfeit kingdom, the kingdom of flesh, and will be destroyed when Jesus comes to establish his kingdom very soon.

				

				And in that day there shall be a root of Jesse, which shall stand for an ensign of the people; to it shall the Gentiles seek: and his rest shall be glorious. And it shall come to pass in that day, that the Lord shall set his hand again the second time to recover the remnant of his people, which shall be left, from Assyria, and from Egypt, and from Pathros, and from Cush, and from Elam, and from Shinar, and from Hamath, and from the islands of the sea. And he shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemble the outcasts of Israel, and gather together the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth.

				Isaiah 11:10-12

				God will have to do it

				Israel have failed to repent for the last 2,500 years, and it is only by God's grace that they will repent when he confronts them personally. It is all about God, and if he does not give a person or nation grace, then they do not have grace. This is all about Almighty God and his plan. 

				In the end his own zeal will perform what Israel would not, and indeed could not, do. In the end, all the praise and glory will have to go to its rightful owner – God himself. No flesh will ever glory in his presence, and throughout eternity Almighty God will still be worthy of all the majesty, honour, praise, and glory. 

				How man has glorified himself over the centuries, and how much the false Church has glorified herself. Thank God that he is God and in complete control of every detail of mankind – good and evil. Nothing escapes his divine attention and commands. 

				...The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this.

				Isaiah 9:7

				The dry bones

				The vision of the dry bones is a classic sermon for any preacher who wants to stir his congregation into life and involvement, but although all events can be 'spiritualised' we must not forget the literal meaning of this prophecy. We do not need to worry about a correct interpretation of this passage in Ezekiel, because God told the prophet exactly what the vision was about. God said the bones that came alive are the whole house of Israel. This is not the Jews, but the whole 12 tribes who will be restored in a few short years.

				

				...Then he said unto me, Son of man, these bones are the whole house of Israel...

				Therefore thus says the Lord GOD; Now will I bring again the captivity of Jacob, and have mercy upon the whole house of Israel, and will be jealous for my holy name.

				For, lo, I will command, and I will sift the house of Israel among all nations, like as corn is sifted in a sieve, yet the least grain shall not fall upon the earth.

				Amos 9:9

				When God punished the earth in the time of Noah, it was not forever, for the waters subsided and land appeared again. It is not by chance that the first thing that was brought to Noah as a proof that the judgement was over and new life would start again on the planet, was an olive leaf. As bible students agree, the olive tree in the bible is a type of Israel. This was a sign to Noah, and the families of the earth, that when Jesus comes again to judge the earth, the remnant of Israel will be the first to be restored ready for the millennial reign of Christ. After the terrible disasters that will befall this planet, Israel will branch out in her fullness and flourish again.

				Who is this that comes from Edom, with dyed garments from Bozrah? This that is glorious in his apparel, travelling in the greatness of his strength? I that speak in righteousness, mighty to save.

				LORD, when you went out of Seir, when you marched out of the field of Edom, the earth trembled, and the heavens dropped, the clouds also dropped water.

				Judges 5:4 

				

				And the first came out red, all over like an hairy garment; and they called his name Esau.

				Genesis 25:25 

				

				I cannot write about the restoration of the 12 tribes of Israel without also writing about the tribe of Esau – for Israel and Esau were twins who became enemies. The success of one is the downfall of the other. There has been a battle between these twins since they were in the womb of Rebekah. God planned it from the conception. Well, I believe I can even say it was before the foundations of the universe.

				Jacob and Rebekah

				Esau was the twin that Isaac loved and he was the one to whom the promises and inheritance should have gone. Jacob was the twister and cunning liar, as his name Jacob denotes (Jacob means 'heel -holder' or supplanter). He took after his mother Rebekah who was also a liar and deceiver (see Genesis 27). However, God had already decided that even though Esau would be born first, Jacob would be the inheritor of the promises, and Esau, the eldest, would serve Jacob.

				

				And the children struggled together within her; and she said, If it be so, why am I thus? ...And the LORD said unto her, Two nations are in your womb, and two manner of people shall be separated from your bowels; and the one people shall be stronger than the other people; and the elder shall serve the younger  ...there were twins in her womb, and the first came out red all over like an hairy garment; and they called his name Esau – which means hairy.  

				From Genesis 25:22-26 

				

				Esau was later called Edom after the red pottage that he sold his birthright for.

				Esau said to Jacob, Feed me, I beg you, with that same red pottage; for I am faint: therefore was his name called Edom which means red)  ...Jacob gave Esau bread and pottage of lentils; and he did eat and drink, and rose up, and went his way: thus Esau despised his birthright.

				Genesis 25:30-34

				

				When Israel were approaching the promised land, Esau would not give permission for Israel to pass through his land. His hatred for his brother Jacob was extreme to the extent of murder and it has remained in his seed ever since.

				

				And Esau hated Jacob because of the blessing wherewith his father blessed him: and Esau said in his heart, The days of mourning for my father are at hand; then will I slay my brother Jacob.  

				Genesis 27:41

				

				And he said, You shall not go through. And Edom came out against him with much people, and with a strong hand ....Thus Edom refused to give Israel passage through his border: wherefore Israel turned away from him.

				Numbers 20:20-21 

				The flesh or the Spirit

				Paul understood this enmity between Esau and Jacob, but he also knew the plan of God. He explained it to the Gentile Christians in Rome. 

				Not as though the word of God has taken none effect. For they are not all Israel, which are of Israel: neither, because they are the seed of Abraham, are they all children: but, in Isaac shall your seed be called. That is, They which are the children of the flesh, these are not the children of God: but the children of the promise are counted for the seed.  And not only this; but when Rebekah also had conceived by one, even by our father Isaac (for the children being not yet born, neither having done any good or evil, that the purpose of God according to election might stand, not of works, but of him that calls;) it was said unto her, The elder shall serve the younger. As it is written, Jacob have I loved, but Esau have I hated. 

				Romans 9:6-13

				

				He says a remarkable thing – that God can make vessels for honour and destruction out of the same lump of clay to show the two sides of his character – mercy and judgement. Compassion and wrath. Surely in context he is talking about Jacob and Esau who came from the same seed of Isaac. Jacob is the child of promise and Esau is the child of the flesh, and this is the key to the whole mystery of God and the contention throughout the bible between the two – flesh and spirit from the same seed.

				

				Shall the thing formed say to him that formed it, Why have you made me like this? Has not the potter power over the clay, of the same lump to make one vessel unto honour, and another unto dishonour? What if God, willing to show his wrath, and to make his power known, endured with much longsuffering the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction: and that he might make known the riches of his glory on the vessels of mercy, which he had afore prepared unto glory.

				Ishmael was the child of the flesh and Isaac the child of the spirit, but they were not twins – from the same seed – although they had the same father and it is not recorded in scripture that Ishmael ever hated Isaac. They were both blessed of God and together buried their father. 

				

				And Isaac gave up the ghost, and died, and was gathered unto his people, being old and full of days: and his sons Esau and Jacob buried him.

				Genesis 35:29

				

				When Esau, was 40, he married 2 daughters of the Hittites, who were one of the tribes that Israel were later told to destroy. Abraham told Isaac to marry into his own tribe and Isaac said the same to Jacob. When Esau saw that Isaac was not pleased with this intermarrying he married into the tribe of Ishmael, and so we have the Arab connection with the seed of Esau. This is another subject, outside the scope of this book (Arabs and Jews lived in Palestine in peace for hundreds of years before 1948). 

				And Esau seeing that the daughters of Canaan pleased not Isaac his father; then went Esau unto Ishmael, and took unto the wives which he had Mahalath the daughter of Ishmael Abraham's son, the sister of Nebajoth, to be his wife.

				Genesis 28:8-9

				

				When Israel turned against God and did not keep his commandments, God always brought Israel's enemies to afflict them. One of them was Edom – Esau.

				

				And the LORD stirred up an adversary unto Solomon, Hadad the Edomite: he was of the king's seed in Edom.

				1 Kings 11:14 

				

				God wanted to be the king of Israel under the old covenant, but they rejected him for a king of flesh and blood.

				

				Thus says the LORD the King of Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God.

				Isaiah 44:6 

				

				The LORD has taken away your judgements, he has cast out your enemy: the king of Israel, even the LORD, is in the midst of you: you shall not see evil any more. 

				Zephaniah 3:15

				When Jesus takes over this planet he will be King, not of the Jews, but of Israel. The term 'King of the Jews' is used by the Romans and those 'Jews' who wanted to kill him. When Jesus returns he will be king of the whole 12 tribes of Israel.

				 

				Saying, Where is he that is born King of the Jews? For we have seen his star in the east, and are come to worship him.

				Matthew 2:2 

				

				These wise men would have caused Jesus to be killed if they hadn't been warned of God not to report back to King Herod – an Edomite.

				 King of the Jews?

				When Jesus was asked if he was the king of the Jews by Pilate, he never said, "Yes". He always replied, "That’s what you say". 

				

				And Jesus stood before the governor: and the governor asked him, Are you the King of the Jews? And Jesus said unto him, You say.

				Matthew 27:11 

				

				If you are the king of the Jews, save yourself.

				Luke 23:37

				

				And a superscription also was written over him in letters of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS IS THE KING OF THE JEWS.

				Luke 23:38

				And when they had plaited a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they bowed the knee before him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews!

				Matthew 27:29

				

				It is interesting that those who had divine revelation called Jesus the 'King of Israel'.

				

				Nathaniel answered and said unto him, Rabbi, you are the Son of God; you are the King of Israel.

				John 1:49

				

				...took branches of palm trees, and went forth to meet him, and cried, Hosanna: Blessed is the King of Israel that comes in the name of the Lord.

				 John 12:13

				The Old Enemy

				The modern Jews who have taken Palestine in the flesh and called it Israel want their Messiah – antichrist  – to be king of the Jews and not king of Israel.

				When Israel are finally restored to their inheritance and land, then Esau will be annihilated by God and cease to exist in the millennial reign of Christ. I have already shown that 80% of modern Jews are actually Edom, the enemy of Israel. 

				The old enemy is always present when God's people are far from him and in these last days Edom have, by subtlety, usurped Israel and purported to be God's chosen people, inheritors of the promises, and the promised land. They are in fact, as the angel told John in the letters to the Churches, the 'synagogue of Satan' (Revelation 2:8 and 3:9). They are determined to reverse what God has done. The modern Jews – Edom – want to be the chosen ones of God who have their Messiah to rule the world. 

				Disturbing Facts

				The writings 'The protocols of the Learned Elders of Zion' Footnote 1, have been rejected by the Zionists as anti-Semitic propaganda, and a forgery. Whether it was written by the Jews or not is irrelevant, because most of what it says these elders will do has already happened in history (including the French and Russian revolutions to name only a small part), and the rest is happening right before our eyes in detail and exactly as the writings say it would. It was written at least 100 years ago (a fact no one disputes), and it is happening as the document said it would. Footnote 1 

				It is not pleasant reading, but anyone who wants to see what is happening to our world today and what will shortly happen as the One World System finally enshrouds this planet will find it educational, shocking, and illuminating reading.

				The prophets of Israel and Judah foretold of the day when Israel would be avenged against Edom and the kingdom would be returned to them. There are so many scriptures, but here are a few to meditate on. Although I have put many scriptures in the following pages, it is only a tiny part of what is all over the bible, and it would be a good idea to read the context of them. Even the song of Deborah in the book of Judges – about the very battle she fought in Megiddo (Armageddon) for it is a prophecy of the revenge against Edom – Seir is Edom.

				Red or Blue?

				The Khazers from whom the modern Jews descended were known as ‘Red Jews’  in the middle ages and, as I showed in a previous volume, the 'Star of David' was once the red star of the Rothschild dynasty. It was changed to blue and put on the national flag of modern Israel to disguise the fact that it was the red shield of the 'Rothschild' or 'Red Jews' (God's symbol of true Israel is the 'menorah' and if Israel were God's nation restored it would be on their flag today). The 'Red' Russian revolution was a revenge of the Edomite Jews for their expulsion from Russia many years before. Communism is a Jewish revolution as is the communism of China. Please do not forget that when I write 'Jews' I am talking about the false Jews – the political Zionists and not the tribe of Judah who are still present in this world and are the very tribe that Jesus came from.

				Psalm 137, which is about the captivity and restoration of Israel, actually calls Edom a daughter of Babylon. This is an interesting verse, because John, who was exiled on the isle of Patmos, saw the whore of Babylon sit on a red coloured beast in the book of Revelation. 

				 

				Remember, O LORD, the children of Edom in the day of Jerusalem; who said, Raise it, raise it, even to the foundation. O daughter of Babylon, who is to be destroyed; happy shall he be, that reward you as you have served us. Happy shall he be, that takes and dashes your little ones against the stones.

				Psalms 137:7 

				

				So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns.

				Revelation 17:3

				

				The Whore of Babylon seems to be in control of this beast for she is sitting upon it, but in fact the  Beast is taking her for a ride! When the time is right, the Beast (10 kings who give their power to him) will destroy the woman and burn her with fire.

				

				And the ten horns which you saw upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her flesh, and burn her with fire. For God has put in their hearts to fulfil his will, and to agree, and give their kingdom unto the beast, until the words of God shall be fulfilled.  And the woman which you saw is that great city, which reigns over the kings of the earth.

				Revelation 17:16-18

				 

				Popes have made concordats with Hitler and Napoleon, and are in league now with the Zionists (remember the Rothschilds run the Vatican Bank). The Catholic Church's time is limited and she will fall with her untold billions, never to rise again. (The 'Protocols' reveals the hatred of the Zionists for the Catholic Church and all her daughters – the protestant mainstream denominations).

				You are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father you will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaks a lie, he speaks of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.

				John 8:44 

				

				They picked up stones to kill Jesus when he said those words! We should not be surprised at their reaction, even though they had just claimed to be children of Abraham.

				God is Against Edom

				I will not comment on the following verses, but I feel it important to put as many as I have to emphasise how God is against Edom, and the counterfeit Jews, and will avenge Israel of them when he returns. So many of the prophets told of this revenge against Edom. These scriptures are all in the context of the last days, and the restoration of Israel. 

				

				Also Edom shall be a desolation: every one that goes by it shall be astonished, and shall hiss at all the plagues thereof.

				Jeremiah 49:17

				

				Therefore hear the counsel of the LORD, that he has taken against Edom; and his purposes, that he has purposed against the inhabitants of Teman: surely the least of the flock shall draw them out: surely he shall make their habitations desolate with them.

				Jeremiah 49:20 

				Behold, he shall come up and fly as the eagle, and spread his wings over Bozrah. At that day shall the heart of the mighty men of Edom be as the heart of a woman in her pangs.

				Jeremiah 49:22

				  

				The punishment of your iniquity is accomplished, O daughter of Zion; he will no more carry you away into captivity: he will visit your iniquity, O daughter of Edom; he will discover your sins.

				 Lamentations 4:22

				

				Because that Edom has dealt against the house of Judah by taking vengeance, and has greatly offended, and revenged himself upon them; therefore thus says the Lord GOD I will also stretch out my hand upon Edom, and will cut off man and beast from it; and I will make it desolate from Teman; and they of Dedan shall fall by the sword. 

				Ezekiel 25:12-13 

				

				I will lay my vengeance upon Edom by the hand of my people Israel: and they shall do in Edom according to my anger and according to my fury; and they shall know my vengeance, says the Lord GOD.

				Ezekiel 25:14

				  

				Egypt shall be a desolation, and Edom shall be a desolate wilderness, for the violence against the children of Judah, because they have shed innocent blood in their land.

				Joel 3:19

				

				That they may possess the remnant of Edom, and of all the heathen, which are called by my name, says the LORD that does this. 

				Amos 9:12

				

				The whole book of Obadiah is about the judgement of Edom. Please read it. I have just put the first verse for reference.

				

				The vision of Obadiah. Thus says the Lord GOD concerning Edom; We have heard a rumour from the LORD, and an ambassador is sent among the heathen, Arise, and let us rise up against her in battle.

				Obadiah 1:1

				 

				But I have made Esau bare, I have uncovered his secret places, and he shall not be able to hide himself: his seed is spoiled, and his brethren, and his neighbours, and he is not.

				Jeremiah 49:10

				

				The whole 15 verses of Ezekiel 35 is all about the judgement of Edom 

				

				Verse 2; Son of man, set your face against mount Seir, and prophesy against it 

				Verse 15; As rejoiced at the inheritance of the house of Israel, because it was desolate, so will I do unto you: you shall be desolate, O mount Seir, and all Idumea, even all of it: and they shall know that I am the LORD.

				Ezekiel 35

				 

				There is Edom, her kings, and all her princes, which with their might are laid by them that were slain by the sword: they shall lie with the uncircumcised, and with them that go down to the pit.

				Ezekiel 32:29

				

				Notice this last scripture is the same kind of language that is used for the 'Man of Sin' when he is exposed by Christ at his return

				

				Yet you shall be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.

				Isaiah 14:15

				

				They shall bring you down to the pit, and you shall die the deaths of them that are slain in the midst of the seas ...You shall die the deaths of the uncircumcised by the hand of strangers: for I have spoken it, says the Lord GOD.

				From Ezekiel 28:8-10

				

				Whereas Edom says, "We are impoverished, but we will return and build the desolate places". The LORD of hosts says; They shall build, but I will throw down; and they shall call them, The border of wickedness, and, The people against whom the LORD has indignation for ever.

				Malachi 1:4

				

				When Jesus comes the second time to earth it is to judge and avenge, and I believe he will deal with Edom first. He will come suddenly to his temple and purge it. 

				The Money Changers are Still Here

				The only act of violence that Jesus did during his first time on earth was to cast the money changers out of the temple, and I have no doubt that it was a prophecy of what he will do at the beginning of his second coming. The money-changers are in the temple again – the Zionists – and Jesus will purge them out. Isaiah foretold of this and he says the zeal of God will do it, just as it records that the zeal of his father's house made Jesus purge the temple during his first time on earth

				Isaiah asks a question and says; 'Who is this that comes from Edom with his garments dyed in blood'? It is Christ returning from Edom having trodden the winepress of his wrath and is covered in blood – what a description. Read the following passage carefully.

				

				Who is this that comes from Edom, with dyed garments from Bozrah? This that is glorious in his apparel, travelling in the greatness of his strength? I that speak in righteousness, mighty to save. Why are you red in your apparel, and your garments like him that treads in the winefat? I have trodden the winepress alone; and of the people there was none with me: for I will tread them in my anger, and trample them in my fury; and their blood shall be sprinkled upon my garments, and I will stain all my raiment. For the day of vengeance is in my heart, and the year of my redeemed is come. And I looked, and there was none to help; and I wondered that there was none to uphold: therefore my own arm brought salvation unto me; and my fury, it upheld me. And I will tread down the people in my anger, and make them drunk in my fury, and I will bring down their strength to the earth.

				Isaiah 63:1-6

				

				It would be wrong to end this chapter about Esau without a warning. Paul, when writing to the Hebrews, warns them not to suffer the same fate as Esau. We too can also 'fall from grace' and he warns that if we do we shall not escape the wrath of God (Chapter 12 ends with the warning, "Our God is a consuming fire"). 

				This Rejection is a Serious Warning

				We should take this rejection of Esau seriously and as a warning to us against complacency in these last days. This is the character of the Laodicaian Church – they were 'lukewarm'. Let us be diligent, sober, and vigilant as we have been told by Christ and the apostles and prepare to meet our Saviour, and the one who gave us the talents to test our stewardship and qualities for reigning in the kingdom.

				

				Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up trouble you, and thereby many be defiled;  Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, like Esau, who for one morsel of meat sold his birthright. For you know how that afterward, when he would have inherited the blessing, he was rejected: for he found no place of repentance, though he sought it carefully with tears.

				Hebrews 12:15-17

				

				May God give us grace to endure to the end and stand before the son of God and hear the words, "Well done".
